Depressants such as Seroxat. Unfortunately these personal testimonies are not 
always taken into consideration in drug safety assessment, unless they are flagged 
up in adverse side effect reporting schemes. We want to build on patient testimonies 
and use them proactively to help inform support groups for people who have had 
negative experiences of medication.
